Since 2012 MHA has been working closely with the Sheriff's Office to provide needed support to incarcerated individuals. MHA
also provides jail diversion services which works closely to coordinate services with the re-entry program. In addition MHA also
provides forensic evaluation and mental health assessments. Due to this it creates a seamless process for accessing
documentation and outcomes. A multidisciplinary team can follow individuals from pre trial to post release creating a seamless
process and warm handoffs throughout the process. Justice Involved populations and those at high risk for becoming justice
involved in High Point & Greensboro saw significant improvements over the past fiscal year. Last year we served over 750
unduplicated people via assessment, peer support and forensic evaluations. This year MHA is expected to address gaps in
programming and expand their peer support program. MHA seeks to double the number of people we can help support to
1500. FY23 over 85% of people who worked with us for at least 3 months post release remained out of jail for a minimum of 6
months, 76% were able to gain employment within 3 months and 53% were able to gain stable housing.
