RE:  Project Ordinance Revisions for Construction of New and Replacement Schools 
 

The Board of County Commissioners approved project ordinances for the 2020 $300 million dollar bond 
referendum on April 15, 2021, and on January 5, 2023, for the 2022 $1.7 billion bond referendum projects.  
 
The current ordinance for the Katherine G. Johnson and Shadybrook Elementary replacement school projects is 
reflected in the table below. Due to current and projected declining enrollment, the Katherine G. Johnson project 
has been paused, and transfer of a portion of its remaining approved ordinance funds to the Shadybrook 
Elementary project is recommended by district staff. This reallocation will provide sufficient funding to the end of 
the design development phase of the project.
